STATEMENT OF CLAIM: Claim of Joint Couneil Dining Car Em-
ployees Union Local 372 on the property of the Union Pacific Railroad Com-
pany, for and on behalf of Cook Eli Woods, Jr., that he be restored to Car-
rier’s services with seniority and vacation rights unimpaired and with com-
pensation for net wage loss account dismissal from service December 12,
1958, in violation of the agreement.

OPINION OF BOARD: Upon careful cousideration we find that the
cuntentions urged in support of this claim are without merii, Claimant's
admission that he served coffee on the night of December 8, 1958 without
igguing any meal cheek clearly establishes violation of Carrier’s Rule 700(=z).

FINDINGS: The Third Division of the Adjustment Board, after giving
the parties fo this dispute due notice of hearing thereon, and upon the whole
record and all the evidence, finds and holds:

That the Carrier and the Employe involved in this dispute are respec-
tively Carrier and Employe within the meaning of the Railway Labor Aet, as
approved June 21, 1934,

That this Division of the Adjustment Board has jurisdiction over the
dispute involved herein; and

That the Agreement was not violated.
AWARD
Claim denied.
