| will show that | was intentionally ignored by the Chicago UNTON Stat on
Conpany, and that all of ny medical and sickleave ware in fact disnissed by
the managenent.

CPI NI ON OF BOARD: This dispute concerns Caimant's absence from his enpl oyment
commencing in the S-r of 1970. Areview of the entire

record shows numerous assertions concerning the cause of the absence, basis for
temination, m sunderstandi ng of enpl oyment status, reasons for non-attendance at
a hearing, etc. Although no specific finding is made in this regard, if C ai mant
were given the benefit of all doubts, and all conflicts in the record ware to be
resolved in his favor, it appears obvious that by at least April, 1971, C ai mant
was fully advised that he was considered by the Carrier as having been disnissed
from service. As of that time, at the very latest, tine linits for processing
claims or grievances began to run; yet Claimant failed to process the matter as
required by the applicable Rule.

Accordingly, a review of the record in this docket clearly shows that
the Claim Petitioner is attenpting to assert before this Board was not handled on
the property of the Carrier in accordance with the provisions of the applicable
collective bargai ning agreenment and as required by Section 3, First (i} of the
Rai | way Labor Act and Circular No. 1 of the National Railroad Adjustment Board.
Therefore, the claimis barred from consideration by the Division and will be
di smi ssed.

FINDI NGS: The Third Division of the Adjustnent Board, after giving the parties
to this dispute due notice of hearing thereon, and upon the whole
record and all the evidence, finda and hol ds:

That the Carrier and the Employes involved in this dispute are
respectively Carrier and Employes within the neaning of the Railway Labor Act,
as approved June 21, 1934;
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That this Division of the Adjustnent Board has jurisdiction over the
di spute involved herein; and

That the daimis barred.
