Canadian Pacific said there was no way they could deduct
these shortages from ny paycheck because they had no conputer code
for this type of deduction. | wish to know whether it is |egal under
federal Law for Canadian Pac¢ific to ask nme to repay these shortages
out of nmy own pocket. The Department of Labor & Industries advised
me not to pay these shortages out of my own money as this would be an
adm ssion that | had purposely caused these shortages. Al so, | wish
to know why the books were not first audited by the hone office in
Montreal before we were asked to pay shortages.

OPINION OF BoARD: Claimant disputes Carrier's nethod of obtaining
a repaynent of cash shortages.

On June 18, 1973, Claimant Served notice to this Board of
intention to file an ex parte Submission. A review of the Docket
denonstrates that Caimant never presented a grievance to Carrier
under the applicable agreenment, nor did she attenpt, in any manner, to
handl e the dispute on the property. The claim therefore, was not
handl ed as required by Section 3, First (i) of the Railway Labor Act
and Circular No. T of this Board. See Award 19785 of this Referee,
and Awar d 19728 (Lieberman).

Moreover, a question of the Jurisdiction of this Board may
be raised at any time during the course of the proceedings. See
Awar ds 16786 (Zumas) and 18322 (Dor sey).

The claimis barred from consideration by this Board and
will be disnissed.
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FI NDI NGS : The Third Division of the Adjustment Board, upon the
whol e record and all the evidence, finds and hol ds:

That the parties waived oral hearing;

That the Carrier and the Employes involved in this dis-
pute are respectively Carrier and Employes within the meaning of the
Rai | way Labor Act, as approved June 21, 1934s

That this Division of the Adjustment Board has jurisdic-
tion over the dispute involved herein; and

That the claimis barred.
