OPINION OF BOARD: In this docket, the Carrier has failed to file an ex
parte submission and failure to do so leaves.the  position

and assertions of the Organization, which adequately support the claim, un-
challenged and uncontroverted. The claim, therefore, must be sustained.

That the parties waived oral hearing;

That the Carrier and the Employes involved in this dispute are
respectively Carrier and Employes within the meaning of the Railway Labor Act,
as approved June 21, 1934;

That the Agreement was violated.
